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A spotlight on top revenue

Fifty firms prosper despite weak economy

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Fifty of these top firms are
listed by revenue here in the
Structural Engineering
& Design Top Structural
Engineering and Architec-
ture Firms list. Twenty-five
firms in each of the two cat-
egories are listed separately
on the following pages.

Though these firms have
employed a variety of tactics
to survive — and even thrive — in this economy, one com-
mon theme is diversification. “As a firm, we have been forced
to step out of our comfort zones to engage in marketing
and business development strategies with new and existing
clients,” says Chris Taylor, AIA, LEED AP, Chief Practice
Officer at HMC Architects of Los Angeles. “In these times,
clients have to do more with less, and the strength of our
relationships has been the lynchpin of our success. More
clients are planning and renovating facilities rather than
engaging in new construction, and we must be thoughtful in
how we are packaging our services.”

Timothy Haahs & Associates, Inc., of Blue Bell, Pa., has
used the failing economy as an opportunity to expand their
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developments while creat-
ing people places and urban
revitalization,” explains the
firm president, Timothy H.
Haahs, PE., AIA. “We are
looking forward to providing
innovative solutions to our
international clients.”

Many architects and
structural engineers feel the
worst is over, though. “We
see a slow improvement in
the economy, and we are trying to be strategic but cau-
tious,” says Taylor of HMC Architects. “We are looking at
key indicators in all of our core markets and trying to build
differentiators for our firm to help position us when these
market start to grow again.” Haahs believes the recession
has been beneficial for the AEC industry. “We believe the
entire AEC industry will emerge more streamlined, more
resilient, and more competitive,” Haahs says. “Essentially,
our teaming partners and our competition will be stronger
and more efficient.”

It will be interesting to see how revenue numbers change
over the course of the next year — and which firms find a
place on this list for 2011. ¥

About the Structural Engineering & Design Top Structural Engineering and Architecture Firms list

Firms on the list are solely devoted to either
architecture or structural engineering or offer
multidisciplinary services with a strong archi-
tecture or structural engineering business.

Information used to comprise this list came
from multiple sources. Research was gathered
primarily from public information on com-
pany websites and other published business

sources and was later confirmed by firm repre-
sentatives. Some firms declined to participate.
Additionally, some data was submitted by firm
representatives through an online question-
naire hosted by Structural Engineer-
ing & Design. In all cases, the most recent
financial data (primarily from fiscal year 2009)
was used.

Other requirements were that that firms
must have at least 51 percent of their revenue
derived from either architectural or structural
engineering services, depending on the list,
and that all must have a U.S.-based headquar-
ters.
